Mike "OILY" Veiht took the initiative to prep the engines for the upcoming pre-oiling project coming next week. He
opened up the cowlings and removed the spark plug leads from the front plugs to save time when the oiling

Meanwhile, Rod , Ed, Lew and | began the process of stripping floor paint from the thresholds of the doors to the main
hangar. We will be setting and forming cement ramps in front and behind the floor rails that allow the large hangar
doors to open and close. The wheels of aircraft being moved in and out of the hangar have had difficulty moving up
and over the 3 inch tall rails and a recent incident made it clear that something had to be done. A year ago, we did the
same transitions at the south door openings and they have worked great. We'll be mixing and pouring concrete within
the next week or two.
